I was walking towards our green house when I spotted Brenda and Yvonne playing nearby and I asked them to give me a pose and below is their photo, which I thought is quite cute and I thought of sharing it with you. Brenda, left, is the girl whose mother died and the uncle and his wife rejected her and Vyonne is the little girl whose older sister was married off at 9 years. The sister now is 14 years and she is in grade 6 at our school. All three of the girls stay with me during the school holidays.

Our High Yield Gardens

As you will notice from our student’s high yield gardens, they are doing extremely well. The corn, colored greens, spinach, carrots and some native vegetables are growing so fast, it is as though they are competing with each other. The good news is that we do not have to spend any money buying vegetables for our children. We have even sold some colored greens (sukuma wiki), spinach and the native vegetables at Riosiri market. We plan to open a bank account for the children for their wares. 

This is something that will serve as an incentive to grow more veggies, during the next rainy season. We also plan to plant some of the organic Heirloom Seeds that were brought to us by Wilma Sofranco, from Washington State. Some of these organic seeds have been distributed among some community projects, i.e. the Gotichaki Secondary and Primary school garden projects and some in the neighboring communities. The idea is to promote and encourage the growing of organic foods. 

Hunter Hall

Hunter Hall will be complete soon. This will be the girl’s dormitory and the girls are very excited about the prospect of moving to a new two storey building this month. The dormitory will house more than 60 girls with a separate room for the matron.

The dormitory will also have indoor washrooms and bathrooms, something they do not have right now. A ten thousand liter tank, which will serve the dormitory’s water needs, will be fitted on top of the center of the building.
